December 2015 and whereas the third control period of Multi Year Tariff will cease to be in 

vogue on 31
st
 March, 2019,  in order to specify the terms and conditions for Distribution Tariff 

for the next Financial Year 2019-20 these Regulations are being amended. 

 

 

Short title and Commencement: 

 1.1  These Regulations shall  be called the “Madhya Pradesh Electricity Regulatory 

Commission (Terms and Conditions for Determination of Tariff for Supply and    Wheeling of 

Electricity and Methods and Principles for Fixation of Charges) Regulations, (First 

Amendment) Regulations, 2015”   

1.2 These Regulations shall extend to the whole of State of Madhya Pradesh. 

1.3   These Regulations shall come in   force with effect from 01.04.2019,and unless 

reviewed earlier or extended by the Commission, shall remain in force for a period of one 

year i.e.  up to 31.03.2020. Except   for the   following amendments,  all other provisions and  

term & conditions  of  principal Regulations  shall remain  unchanged.
